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Save Energy with a
Laptop and Eliminate
the “Phantom Load”

his energy saver is a no-brain-
er: When it's time to upgrade to
a new computer, think laptop.

A laptop computer draws only 15
to 25 watts during regular use as
compared to the 150 watts used by
a conventional desktop computer
and monitor. Laptops also draw just
a fraction of a watt when in sleep
mode.

To reduce energy consumption
and maximize savings even further,
plug your laptop into a power strip
that can be turned off when you're
not recharging. Otherwise, the
laptop will continuously draw power.
This will save energy and wear and
tear on your hardware.

Ever heard the term “phantom

load”? Electronics like computers,
TVs, DVD players and cell phone
chargers that are plugged in, but
not on, still draw power.

In one year, if you shut your
computer off before bed each night,
you'll save an average of $90 worth
of electricity. The Department of
Energy recommends shutting off
your monitor if you aren’t going to
use it for more than 20 minutes, and
the whole system if you're not going
to use it for more than two hours.
The agency says time spent off also
extends your machine’s life.

We make our computers do a
lot of work, so why not give them a
break?

Money ‘ mart Kids

Three Tips
to Raising
Financially
Savvy Kids

|deally most parents want to
pass along some type of financial
values to their kids. We want them
to be competent managers of their
own money and prevent them from
making foolish mistakes. Here are
three powerful tactics you can use
to keep your kids on the right track
towards financial success when
they become adults.

Tip #1: Waiting

In order to be good savers and
investors, children need to learn
how to delay gratification. This type
of self-control is not an easy feat
in today’s ‘I've gotta have it now!
world. Often children are spending
money that their parents give them
so try the following tactics to make
them feel like they are spending
their own.

Administer the soda pop game.
When you take your children to a
restaurant, give them a choice:
They can either have a soda or they
can have $1. You just may find your
kids saving money AND drinking
something healthier for them at the
same time.

With older kids, try not doling out
money to them like an ATM every
time they want or need something.
Instead simply give them a flat,
monthly amount (or allowance if you
will) either in cash or by putting it in
their savings account and no more.
This way, they will have to learn to
budget their own money for that
month and, most importantly, they
will no longer have to ask you for
money every time they want some.

Tip #2:

Tell them a story
Family stories are an ideal way to
pass down values to your children.
Regardless of your current financial

status, let your kids know about
those times in your life when you
struggled financially and relay to
them that they will likely have their
own financial struggles too.

Tell them a story about the first
junk car you owned. Let them know
how you had to take a part-time
job delivering pizzas in college
just to have a little spending cash.
Through stories, explain that you
are where you are financially to-
day as a consequence of how you
handled money when you were
younger. You can always preach to
your kids about the virtues of sav-
ing, but telling it in a story seems to
pack more punch.

Tip #3:

Set expectations

Make it clear to your kids where
your financial responsibility ends
and where theirs begins. Let them
know in advance if you plan on
footing only a portion of their col-
lege bill. If a lavish prom is on your
child’s mind, make it clear exactly
how much you are willing to help
spend on the big night. Your kids
need a clear understanding of
where your priorities lie. Maybe
buying a new computer game is low
on your list, but saving for educa-
tional expenses is towards the top.

By setting the stage for your kids
to be prudent managers of their
own money, you are passing along
to them a very valuable gift. And,
with any luck, someday they will re-
member that they have you to thank
for it.
