Debit card tips to help you
stay money-safe while away

any travelers use debit cards

to make purchases and with-
draw cash at overseas ATMs. It's
easier and cheaper than exchang-
ing U.S. dollars at an overseas bank
or exchange counter.

There’s a huge convenience fac-
tor in using plastic when overseas,
but there are also some helpful tips
you should be aware of before you
go.

Use your debit card
rather than foreign
banks and currency

exchange places

When you pay by debit card, you
receive the wholesale exchange
rate reserved for the big banks and
corporations rather than the more
expensive retail rate offered to con-
sumers. You receive this same ex-
cellent exchange rate when you pay
for goods by debit card or withdraw
cash from an ATM.

Finding a way
around the fees

In order to limit ATM fees while
traveling, consumer experts urge
people to make one or two large
withdrawals as opposed to five or
six smaller ones. Keep in mind that
Shelby County State Bank limits
ATM withdrawals to the equivalent
of $200 in U.S. dollars per day.

Notify Shelby County

State Bank about your

travel plans
Most banks have implemented

technology to assist them in protect-
ing you from fraudulent use of your

debit cards. The technology moni-
tors your transactions and detects
anything that falls outside your
normal spending pattern. When this
happens, an attempt will be made to
contact you and a temporary block
may be placed on your account.
This is why it is important to call
the bank to let us know that you'll
be traveling internationally and to
ensure that we have your current
contact information on file. It's also a
good idea to check your card expira-
tion date to make sure it will remain
valid for the entire period you are
away.

Check your account ac-

tivity while you're away

Your SCSB debit card allows you
to make purchases overseas wher-
ever MasterCard is accepted. If you
would like to check your SCSB debit
card account activity or transfer
funds, you can do so via 24 Hour
Banker Online or Xpress Banking
anywhere you may have internet or
phone access.

It's helpful to seek out ATM loca-
tions before you leave and to do so
you can access an online Global
ATM locator through MasterCard’s
website www.mastercard.com.
Pending any issues you may have
using your debit card, it's always
advisable to have a back-up means
of payment or obtaining funds.

Direct payments
can be made from your account
for everything from your monthly
utility bills to charitable donations
also saving you the time and cost
of mailing.

According to the Electronic Pay-
ments Association and National
Automated Clearing House Asso-
ciation, the average person saved
$150 a year by reducing the number

of stamps, checks and late fees
through direct payments. For every
38,000 bills paid electronically, two
tons of trees are preserved and
more than 5,000 pounds of green
house gases are avoided.
