Stemming off of a devastating 
fi re last year that destroyed her 

entire business, Sue has made a 
comeback. This time around she’s 
armed with brand new equipment, 
a different location and a lot more 
business experience.
 A graduate of AHST, Sue ob-
tained a degree in Human and So-
cial Services and worked at Lead-
way in Shelby until 2003. A love of 
pictures and children eventually led 
her to fulfi ll her dream of opening a 
photography studio in Shelby. 
 Sue started her studio in a main 
street building that she shared with 
her brother, Dave Frum and his 
screen-printing business, Photo 
Creations. The start-up process was 
done with the help of contacts she 

met through school, information she 
received from online blogs and with 
fi nancial assistance from Shelby 
County State Bank. 
 Her business was steadily grow-
ing when, literally overnight, she 
suffered a disastrous blow. A fi re in 
the early hours of March 24, 2007 
completely destroyed her entire 
studio and all her equipment in it.
 While the studio was a complete 
loss, Sue said she still looked to see 
if there was anything at all that she 
could salvage. “I was staring at this 
big thing in the middle of the rubble, 
trying to fi gure out what it was, then 
Dave told me it was the roof,” she 
said.
 When she fi rst opened the stu-
dio Sue said everything seemed

wedding she was booked to shoot 
so she quickly purchased all new 
equipment. 
 Sue says she has always enjoyed 
working with children, which hap-
pens to be a very good characteris-
tic for her to have. During the same 
month as the fi re she found out she 
would be making an addition to her 
two existing children, only this time, 
she was pregnant with twins. 
 Due to her condition, she had to 
take it easy during the latter parts of 
remodeling the old Shelby grocery 
store into her new studio. But, with 
the help of her family, and a huge 
outreach from the community, they 
got everything done by year end.
 Sue works in her new studio two 
days a week and does the rest of 
her job at home. “That’s the thing 
about owning a business, it’s con-
stantly on your mind,” she said. With 
the remodeling complete and Sue’s 
four girls a bit older now, she fi nally 
sees that things are settling down 
nicely. 
 In an effort to keep customers 
coming in the door, Sue has cre-
ated a newsletter and runs periodic 
photo specials. She advertises 
some, but says customers often fi nd 
her through online searches to her 
website, hspphotostudio.com. 
 She also takes one particularly 
unique approach to self-promotion. 
“When I’m out and about at sporting 
events,” she said, “I’ll take random 
pictures of kids and ask the parents 
for their email address. Then I’ll 

send them the photos with a note 
that says, ‘Compliments of Hot 
Shots Photography’”.
 There are advantages to being 
located in a small town over a larger 
one. While Sue can still provide the 
high-tech service of online proofs for 
her customers, once the photos are 
fi nished, she can often deliver them 
personally. 
 Being from Shelby, Sue said she 
has banked with SCSB, “As long 
as I can remember!” She describes 
the staff at the bank as wonderful. 
“When I walk in they will help me 
with anything,” she said. “If I have 
all four kids along, they understand 
when I try to get what I need done 
through the drive-thru.” 
 Just how far will Sue go for her 
customers? She said she’ll shoot on 
location just about anywhere. “I’d 
shoot on a tropical beach if some-
one wanted to pay my way!” she 
said. Many of her customers don’t 
have a preconceived idea of where 
they want to have their outside 
photos taken so they let Sue decide. 
She said, “Most people wouldn’t 
believe what there is right here in 
Shelby.”

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Father (and Mother) knows best  
Your parents gave you smart, green advice
Remember all those little chunks 

of wisdom Mom and Dad gave 
out as you were growing up? “Turn 
off the lights!” “Shut the door!” “Turn 
down the thermostat!”
	 It was the advice we hated to 
hear. But in reality, those tips were 
even more intuitive than we give our 
parents credit for. In a world of $4 a 
gallon gas and greater environmen-
tal awareness, our parents’ attention 
to every watt of energy now seems 
to be pretty smart advice. 

“Shut off the lights!”
	 Who didn’t hear it from their par-
ents: “Turn off the lights when you 
leave the room!” Well, they were 
right. 
	 Lighting is responsible for about 
11% of a home’s energy bills. A 
compact fluorescent light bulb uses 
about 75% less electricity than an 
incandescent bulb. No bulb saves 
energy as much as one that is 
turned off. So when you leave the 
room, flip the switch. 

“Don’t take 
so long in the 

bathroom!”
	 A full tub holds about 
70 gallons of water, 
while a five-minute 
shower will use just 
10-25 gallons. With 
2 to 5 gallons disap-
pearing down the drain 
every minute, every 
second counts. 
Invest in a low-flow 
shower fixture and turn down the 
temperature too, so your hot water 
heater isn’t spending so much en-
ergy to warm you up. 

“Quit Driving like
a Maniac!”

	 Bolting from zero to 60 and sud-
den braking all waste gas. Aiming 
for a smooth, gentle acceleration 
that tops out at or below the speed 
limit is best for conservation. Every 
5 mph over 65 you drive costs 7% in 
fuel economy.  

“Put on a Sweater if 
You’re Cold!”

	 You really can save about 1% on 
heating bills for every one degree 
cooler you dial down the thermostat, 
which is why your dad wanted you 
to put on a sweater and pile another 
blanket on the bed. The same sav-
ings rate applies to summer air-con-
ditioning. 
Recognize your parents’ wisdom 
and how green they really are, even 
if they don’t realize it! So, tell your 
parents they were right, at least in 
these cases.
